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All 7-12 students will participate in performance enhancing activities in reading comprehension and/or math problem solving.

All 7-12 students will participate in the Accelerated Reading Program (AR).  Exceptions may be made for students with an approved IEP.

· Each nine-week period, each student must read 3 AR books at a 70% or better pass level.  One of these must be a non-fiction book.  Students must read books at their individual grade level based on the Stanford Assessment given in the spring of each year.
AR grades will be earned as follows:
· A = 3 books at or above 90% on comprehension test

· B = 3 books at 80% - 89% on comprehension test

· C = 3 books at 70% - 79% on comprehension test

· There is not a D grade.  An F will be assigned for grades below 70%

· Weekly and nine-week activity eligibility policies apply.

· Senior students may opt to take Colby Community College Composition and Speech classes in lieu of English IV (Senior English).  This does not excuse them from the AR (Accelerated Reading Program) requirements.
· One-half (1/2) unit of credit will be issued per year.
All K-6 students will participate in ILS (Integrated/Individualized Learning System) in reading and math.  Exceptions may be made for students with an IEP.  These grades are not calculated in the gpa and students do not receive credit for this class.
· Students are placed in the system based on current performance so that students are challenged regardless of their grade level or performance level.

ILS grades will be earned as follows:

· At the end of each quarter, performance will be checked.  Students will be issued a grade based on the theory that students should gain one percentage point each month.  Students will receive a grade based on:  each month they are above grade level equals one percentage point.  For example:  A student is performing at 77% at the 1.6 grade level at the end of the first quarter.  The student is in the first grade and therefore, should be performing at the 1.2 grade level at the end of the first quarter.  The student is four months above grade level, so would receive four percentage points added to the current performance percentage, i.e., 77% plus 4% equals 81%, so the student would receive a B- grade.
· Weekly and nine-week eligibility policies apply.
