RELEASE OF A STUDENT DURING THE SCHOOL DAY

Building principals will not release a student during the school day except to a student’s lawful parent or custodian as defined by Kansas law and whose identification is verified to the satisfaction of the principal or upon written or verbal request of a parent or lawful custodian.  The name, address and telephone number of the parent or lawful custodian shall be entered on the permanent record of the student in accordance with board policy JBC and JBH.

At the time of school enrollment and admission, the building principal shall complete the student’s permanent record form which will identify the student’s legal name and the name, address and telephone number of the student’s parents or lawful custodian(s) Cf. JBC).

Before releasing a student during the school day, the building principal shall be responsible for the verification of the identify of any parent or lawful custodian or anyone seeking release of a student.


If the principal is not satisfied with the identification of the person seeking release of a student, he may refuse to grant the release.
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
